Hampton, Va. -- The Air Force Experimentation Office (AFEO) accepted a first place award during the 2001 - 2002 DoD Visual Information Production Awards presentation today at the Pentagon.

The DoD VI Production Awards Program is an initiative of the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Public Affairs.  The program is intended to recognize outstanding productions created within or for the Department of Defense, thereby enhancing the value and professionalism of the DoD production program. 

“JEFX," produced by the 367th Training Support Squadron, Media Support Flight, Hill AFB, UT, is one of 59 productions entered in the 2001 - 2002 competition. First, second, and third place winners in the Recruitment, Internal/public information, Interactive Media, Training, and Documentary categories have been selected.  

Joint Expeditionary Force Experiment (JEFX) is a Chief of Staff of the Air Force (CSAF)-sponsored, Major Command-executed series of experiments that combine live fly, live-play, ground and naval forces, simulations, and technology insertion into a near-seamless warfighting environment.

“JEFX” garnered the first place award for the Internal/Public Information category.  The production depicted various initiatives being assessed during the experiment, along with animation pieces to represent areas of the experiment that would otherwise be difficult to visualize. 

The production also used comments made by the President, Secretary of the Air Force, Director, Deputy Chief of Staff for Warfighting Integration, Air Combat Command Commander and the Joint Forces Air and Space Component Commander for the experiment, Lt. Gen. Hobbins, to emphasize the importance of innovation, experimentation and transformation.
