Effects-Based Operations (EBO)/Predictive Battlespace Awareness (PBA) Initiative Results from Joint Expeditionary Force Experiment 2004 (JEFX 04) 


The Information Directorate participated in JEFX 04 Spiral 3 at Nellis AFB NV. The objective for Spiral 3 was to build on the accomplishments of Spirals 1 and 2 in integrating the EBO/PBA tools into the planned Main Experiment and continue to train the tool operators in their use during mission planning and execution.
… Specifically, the Strategy Development Tool (SDT) and the Operational Assessment Tool (OAT), developed under the Information Directorate EBO program, are being used during JEFX 04.
… Training on SDT and OAT was given to a number of new operators and assessors. Operators from the Intelligence, Surveillance Reconnaissance Division requested the tools be loaded on the combat assessment machines. These machines will be used to view the plans during the Main Experiment (MainEx) and assist the operators in feeding data back to the Strategy Division.
… The AFRL SDT and OAT were used during the Spiral 3 crisis action planning to perform mission analysis and develop/analyze two effects based courses of action (COA). The mission analysis and COAs which were generated using the SDT were pushed to the Strategy Management Service (SMS); this allowed all of the users to obtain and examine the information as it became available.
… The information was successfully exported to the Information Warfare Planning Capability tool which augmented the information operations specific portions and transmitted a combined kinetic/non-kinetic plan back to SMS. 
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
